1. Apologies

2. The minutes of the 44th Annual General Meeting were read and signed as a correct record of that meeting. Proposed by Gordon Barnes (Royston), seconded by Jim Felstead (Settlement). All were in favour. 
3. Matters Arising 
Most of the missing trophies had been located, some have been reconditioned and put back into service.

4.Chairman’s Report

Derek George reported that this season we had dropped the Cobb Cup and put more teams (14) into each Division because the teams had grown from 39 to 42 which he thought was favourable overall but it was apparent from the teams representatives at the meeting that this was not popular.
Bill Price said his team did not want 14 team divisions this year – he would like to operate with 12 teams because the Season started too early and ended too late. He would like to reintroduce the Cobb Cup and have individual handicapping – this to be held at the end of the season.

Phil Smith stated that 14 teams were a problem at Bedwell.

Derek went on to say that the Committee could only decide on the format of division when registration forms had been sent in and we knew how many teams had entered but never the less would take note of how the meeting felt.

Alan Harding agreed with Bill Price and wanted the dates of the Cup Finals to be printed in the handbook.

It was agreed that the Committee would try to have 12 or less teams per division.

Derek concluded saying we had a successful year with lots of Juniors now playing. The lighting seemed better at HBSC and compared to other leagues we are doing very well. Warren Sports, Bedwell and Broadway were bringing in new players and juniors.

5.Treasurer’s Report

Mark Redford gave his financial report (see attached sheet) He stated that we had a good year financially, the 2 Star Grand Prix made a profit of £831, Saturday Coaching £650 – the cost of the hall hire had been waived this year, the cost of the trophies had been reduced due to recycling.
Proposed registration fees for 2009/10 were £45 (£45) seniors & £32 (£30) junior per team.

We are in a healthy financial position with £4475 in bank.

The accounts were proposed by Phil Smith, 2nd by Chris Hart and accepted by the AGM unanimously.

6. Rule Change

The NHTTA Committee proposed the following Rule Change.

“If the Cobb Cup is played during the League Season”

Rule 7 
“Should a League Team wish to enter the Cobb Cup but is unable to do so because it has insufficient players who can play every Cobb Cup week it may not amalgamate with another team from its own Club in the same or adjacent divisions if the Cobb Cup is played during the League Season. All players must be registered on the entry form which will be sent to Team Secretaries during March. Appropriate Handicaps will be calculated accordingly. Any player not so registered who plays in the Cobb Cup will have his/her results voided and each game awarded to the opponent 11 - 0”
